The Teaching Techniques:

All pupils must complete Dancing Bears
Book A before starting this book.
Although Book A may seem very easy for
pupils who have already made a start in
reading, it is part of a carefully planned
sequence.

Using the flashcards—oddly enough,
this 1s the hardest part! If you didn’t grow
up playing bridge or poker, just handling
the cards can be tricky. Be sure you read
the 1nstructions in Book A carefully.

. Using the cursor—This 1s quite easy to

learn. The cursor trains the pupil to read
from left to right; and 1t trains them to
look at every letter 1n a word.

. The ‘Flashback’ technique—After you

have corrected an error, you must return
to the same 1tem again.

All this 1s explamned on the following pages.
Please read them carefully.



Using the Cursor:

A cursor 1s a piece of card about the size of a business card, and 1t
has a small notch cut out of one corner. You will use it to reveal
letters (or digraphs) one at a time, so that the pupil gets used to
scanning words from left to right. You must use the cursor at all
times.

When pupils are taught to read whole words, their eyes often jump
all over the place, trying to scramble the letters to make a “fit’ with
a word they know. With the cursor, pupils learn to read what is
actually on the page.

The Flashback Techmque:

We use the Flashback Technique every time a pupil makes an
error. If you go back to the mnstructions for using the flashcards,
you will see that when a pupil does not make the correct response,
you tell him what it 1s. Then you bury the flashcard one card back,
so 1t comes up again while 1t 1s still fresh 1n his immediate memory.
This 1s an example of the Flashback Technique.

We also use 1t when a pupil is reading words. Any time a pupil fails
to read the word, correct him, get him to repeat it and go on to the
next item. Then go back to the one he just missed. When you have
finished a line, go back again to any words missed. When you have
finished the exercise for the day, go back over all words missed again.
This way, the pupil will usually earn his tick for the line the next day.
(Remember—you never tick a line when the pupil gets it right on

the second go—you must wait until the next day:)

Suffixes.

This i1s the tirst Decoding Sheet with words which are not
pronounced pretty much as they are written. With most words
that end in -e4, you don’t pronounce the ‘¢’. The word spelled is
actually pronounced speld.

When you add -e4 to words that end 1n ‘d’ or ‘t’, you do voice the
‘e’, but it 1s pronounced more like the sound of ‘v’. In other words
needed 1s pronounced needud.

In later sheets, some words have a root which 1s not used on its
own, for example: disturb. This is indicated by printing turb in
italics.

Remember, 1t your pupil can’t read the word right away, you
must tell him what it 1s. Then go back to the word a few
seconds later. Never—ever—encourage a pupil to guess.

Decoding Power Pages:

These exercises are the ‘secret ingredient’ of dJancing bears
All good readers can decode letters to sound, even if they
have never seen the word before. This is how good readers
learn new words.

When pupils read the words on the Decoding Power Pages,
they should not be trying to find a ‘match’ with a word they
know. Just tell them that their job is to put the sounds
together.

All the words on Decoding Power Pages are regular—they
can all be ‘sounded out’ without any guesswork.

Remember—you must always use the cursor. You must teach
pupils to scan from left to right, and to read every letter.

To earn a tick, the pupil must get all four words on a line
right the first time. You may back up the cursor and tell the
child to ‘try again’, but you cannot give any hints or prompts.

If pupils do not get the word right away, say the sounds
yourself, and let them say the word. If pupils are in a total
muddle, just tell them the word. Then go back to it—see
The Flashback technique on page 7.

Cloze Sentences:

Pupils enjoy these exercises, and they get to practise using the
words they have learnt by reading them 1n meaningful sentences.

Sight words:

In the box at the top of each page, you will find the sight words
that the pupil will need 1n order to read the sentences. Ask the
pupil to read them—tell him the correct response if he does not
know i1t. Use the cursor, but reveal the entire word at once.
Using the Flashback Technique (see page 7), repeat each word
until firm.

Reading the sentences:

Cover the sentence and ask the pupil to read the three “answer’
words underneath the sentence first, using the cursor as usual.
(This prevents him guessing at what he thinks must be the missing
word.) Then let the pupil read the sentence, still using the cursor.
If the pupil reads the sentence and selects the right answer
without prompting, allow him to circle the correct word.
Otherwise, the sentence should be repeated in a subsequent
lesson. If the pupil does not know the meaning of a word,
explain it as simply as possible—but in no circumstances encourage
pupils to ‘guess’ at words they have read incorrectly.

This 1s the first introduction to the silent ‘¢’ rule. Do not start

this sheet it your pupil has not mastered the advanced flashcards
numbered 4 - 13.

Many pupils have trouble getting used to these words and very
often they will just say the first thing that comes to mind. You
can do one of two things:

You can reverse the cursor so the pupil just sees the same ending
as on the relevant flashcard—e.g., ‘ack’ or ‘ake’. If he says it
correctly, then take away the cursor and ask him “what word?”

Or you can take him through the silent ‘e’ rule.

The Silent ‘€> Rule:

Point to the final ‘¢’ and ask “What letter does this word end
with?” Then point to the vowel and say “What 1s the name of
this letter?” Then tell him “In this word, the ‘¢’ makes the vowel
say 1ts own name.

You may have to say the sounds yourself (as in oral blending)
and then ask the pupil to say the word.

Many pupils find the long ‘v’ difficult, because the name of the

letter 1s pronouced the same as the word ‘you’. Tell them to get
rid of the y’ sound, and just say ‘00’ as 1n moon.
